CSAP provides services

for general public (free ano-
nymous testing on HIV virus,
discussions on HIV/AIDS
related issues conducted by
HIV positive lecturers,
prevention at schools,
telephone and internet AIDS
counceling), as well as help
for HIV positive and AIDS
patients living in the Czech
Republic. The Lighthouse
provides social counceling,

personal assistance and shel-

ter accommodation.

The Lighthouse in Prague
was opened on August 11,
1999 for HIV/AIDS victims.
It provides a wide range
of services for those who-
se lives are affected by the
desease; provides tempora-
ry care during recuperation,
long-term and temporary
accommodation for infected

patients and also for patients
arriving to Prague for medical

treatment. The Lighthouse
also provides conceling for
relatives of those infected
(family members, partners,
colleagues etc.).
